10. SCRUTINEERING:

10.1
All cars must comply with the Technical Regulation throughout the entire duration of the event. 

10.2
Drivers racing suit(s), helmet(s), gloves, and shoes must be presented during scrutineering.

10.3
All decals requirements as stated by the Organiser must be properly placed on the car prior to scrutineering.

10.4
All cars will issued with an “OK” decal by the Scrutineer once the scrutineering has been successful.

10.5
The Scrutineer has the right to strip the “OK” decal on the car if it’s badly damage in the case of an accident and deemed unsafe to continue during the event. 
11. DRIVERS’ BRIEFING:

11.1
Attendance is compulsory for all competitors.
11.2
The Race Director reserves the right for an additional drivers’ briefing if necessary. 
12. CODE OF CONDUCT:
12.1 
A professional manner and ‘sport man like’ behaviour will have to be practise at all times by the Drivers and Team Member.

12.2
Driving recklessly or in a dangerous manner on track and paddock/pit area is strictly prohibited.


12.3
Physical contact with attention to harm any participant or official, provocation, inappropriate, objectionable, threatening language, or gestures is strictly prohibited.

12.4
Bribery or attempt to bribe or to influence anyone connected with the event will not be tolerated.
12.5
Alcohol and narcotics is expressly prohibited.

12.6
The Driver is responsible for his Team Members and guests conduct at all times during the event.

12.7
All Top 8 finishers are required to be present during all interviews called by the organiser.

13. COMPETITION FORMAT:

(Qualifying)
13.2
All drivers will be given two (2) judged runs.

13.2
The highest points from the two (2) runs will be for the final judgement. 

13.3
32 best scoring drivers will proceed to the Tandem Battle.
(Tandem Battle)

13.4
Tandem rounds are based on two (2) runs, in a Head-to-Head format, with competitors paired based on their qualifying position.

13.5 
In a case of a tie, a “One More Time” will be granted. The drivers will begin another two (2) runs. Multiple “One More Time” may be necessary to determine the winner.
13.5
The winners will then proceed according to the competition ladder.

(See Appendix C)
14. TIME OUT

14.1
To maintain the safety of all during the tandem competition round, teams may call for a 5 minutes time out to make any necessary repairs.

14.2
This only applies for the tandem round and not during practise or qualifying.

14.3
Failure to of the competitors to make the necessary repairs within the allotted time limits will merit in a disqualification and forfeit to the opposing competitor.
14.4
Teams may only use the ‘Time Out’ option only ONE TIME (1) during the whole competition.
15. FLAG SIGNALS

The following signals are used to signal the Drivers of various conditions during the competition. These flags will be displayed at each marshal post around the course. Drivers are to obey various these flag signals at all times. Failure to do so may merit to a disqualification.

15.1
GREEN
The course is clear and the session is on the way. It will also be used by the starter at the starting line.

15.2
YELLOW


Great caution, there could be an incident at that particular flag post. Reduce speed and be prepared to stop.

15.3
RED


The session has been stopped. Use extreme caution and stop the vehicle immediately.        
16. JUDGING:

Judging is based on these aspects:
A. SPEED

B. ANGLE

C. LINE

D. STYLE
17. ORGANISER’S  AND PROMOTER’S RIGHTS
17.1
To change postponed, abandon or cancel the competition.

17.2
In the event of abandonment or cancelation of the competition, entry fees will be refunded in full.

17.3
To stop the competition due to unavoidable circumstances.

17.4
To change any rules, regulations or specifications verbally to all competitors or a written bulletin which will be called Additional Supplementary Regulations.

17.5
Distribute the prizes based on intermediate results at their discretion due to unforeseen circumstances. 
17.6
Refuse an entry without giving any reason.
17.7
Exclude any vehicle whose appearance, condition and performance is not of a standard appropriate for the competition.

TECHNICAL REGULATIONS
1. VEHICLES ELIGIBILITY:

1.1
Only rear wheel drive vehicles are allowed.

1.2
Front Engine (FR), Mid Engine (MR) and Rear Engine (RR) are permitted.

1.3
In the case of a vehicle that is originally fitted with an all-wheel-drive system, the front drive shaft must be removed.

1.4
Only monocoque constructed chassis are allowed.
No tubular space-frame chassis are allowed. (Fully or Partly)

1.5
A hard-top must be in place if the vehicle is from a convertible top model. 

2. ENGINE AND TRANSMISSION:
2.1
Engine, transmission modification is free.

2.2
All fluid systems must be free of leaks.

2.3
An on-board starter and power supply must be in working order at all times.

2.4
Vehicle must be equipped with a functional reverse gear.
3. EXHAUST SYSTEM:
3.1
Exhaust system modification are free, but must exit after the rear axle or in the original location.

3.2
Exhaust piping must not run through the driver’s cockpit.

4. SUSPENSION DESIGN:
4.1
The basic original suspension design may be modified or changed. 

4.2
The original suspension mounting points must remain stock.
5. BRAKE SYSTEM:
5.1
The brake system must operate all 4 wheels.

5.2
A driver adjustable brake bias may be fitted.

6. FUEL SYSTEM:

6.1
Fuel cell system is free.

6.2
The fuel cell and surge tank must be separated from the driver’s cockpit by a permanently mounted steel or aluminium firewall.

7. ELECTRICAL SYSTEM:

7.1
A master cut-off switch, wired to completely shut the engine and electrical system is mandatory and be mounted outside the vehicle in front of driver’s side front bonnet. This must be accompanied with an appropriate size “OFF” marking.

7.2
The battery must be securely mounted with the positive terminal completely insulated. If the battery is relocated in the driver’s cockpit, it must be sealed in a box bolted to the chassis.

7.3
Head lights, tail lights and brake lights must function normally. This must be covered with a clear film of tape.

7.4
Front windshield wipers must be in working order. 
8. INTERIOR MODIFICATIONS:

8.1
All vehicles must be equipped with a minimum 6 points roll cage. Each mounting point must include a reinforcement plate of at least 3mm thick.

8.2
Driver’s seat must be of a solid non-reclining type. All bolt securing the seat rail and seat must be securely fastened. All other seats may be removed.

8.3
A minimum of 4 points safety harness with a minimum width of 3 inches must be used by the driver. It must be of a quick release type. Please refer Figure 1 for mounting specification.

8.4
All loose and removable equipments such as spare tyre, tools and such, must be removed.

8.5
Dashboard must be present. Replacement dashboard must be the same dimension and position as the standard dashboard.

8.6
All carpeting and sound deadening material must be removed.

8.7
The SRS Airbag(s) must be removed.

8.8
Door panels may be removed; however drivers must be able to operate the door from the inside.
8.9  
A minimum of 2 lbs fire extinguisher must be fitted, secured and be able to be released quickly by the driver if required.  A fire suppression system is highly recommended.
8.10
All holes in the firewall and transmission tunnel must be properly sealed to prevent fumes, fluids or fire from getting in the cock pit.  
8.11
Wood rimmed steering wheel is not allowed.

9. EXTERIOR MODIFICATIONS:

9.1 Original body parts may be replaced with parts made of fibreglass, carbon fibre composite or polyurethane.
9.2 If non original doors (fibreglass & such) or lightening the original doors by removing the skin and the original side impact bars, a cross brace section must be included in the roll cage design. 
9.3 Two (2) bonnet pins are required at the leading edge of the bonnet. The original stock latch must be removed. Additional pins at the boot or hatch are also recommended.

9.4 Front windshield must be free of cracks. If non standard windshield is being used, it has to be made of ‘Lexan’ and have the minimum thickness of 5mm.

9.5 Door, quarter and rear window glass must be of original or clear polycarbonate.

9.6 A minimum of one towing apparatus must be present at each end of the vehicle. One (1) at the front and one (1) at rear. The apparatus must be easily accessible. It has to withstand the weight of the vehicle when being pulled by the recovery team. A visible arrow indicator must be located at the towing apparatus.

9.7 Two (2) external rear facing side mirrors are required. 

9.8 The door latch operating mechanism must operational from the outside.   

10. DRIVER EQUIPMENTS:

10.1 Helmet

10.1.1 A full face helmet is required.

10.1.2 Helmets must be in good condition with no visible damage to it.


10.2 Racing Suit

10.2.1 Drivers are required to wear a fire retardant one-piece racing suit.

10.2.2 FIA homologated racing suit is highly recommend.

10.3 Gloves And Shoes

10.3.1
Proper driving shoes are required.

10.3.2
Gloves must fully cover the driver’s fingers.

10.3.3
FIA homologated gloves and shoes are highly recommended.
